Small, minority, and women-owned
firms are encouraged to submit proposals. The Town will select one firm to provide
the services requested using the “Competitive Negotiation Procedure for Professional
Services” as outlined in the State Procurement Act.

Scope of Services: The work would result in the creation of a Comprehensive
Financial Review, Capital Planning Model, and a Financial Policy Creation and
Monitoring Tool(s) that will assist the Town with:
e Evaluation of the Towns’s overall fiscal health;
e Assessing credit strengths and challenges;
e Evaluation of Key Debt Ratios;
e Evaluating existing and/or implementing new Financial Policies (Debt and
Reserves); and
e Multi-year long-term capital planning and funding approaches as well as any
potential impact on fees and/or user rates.

Contents of Proposals: Each firm which wishes to submit a proposal in response to
this Request for Proposals (RFP) must submit three (3) copies of their proposal
(maximum 10 pages single-sided or 5 pages double-sided), bound with a cover, along
with a transmittal letter of not more than 1 page.

Evaluation of Proposals: Selection criteria shall include the information contained in
Firm Background, Experience with Similar Projects, Team Resumes, references,
experience with VDH funding program. The proposals will be ranked, and
negotiations will begin with the top-ranked Offeror in accordance with the State
Procurement Act.
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Rejection of Proposals: The Town reserves the right to reject any or all proposals
received.
